Open to riders 12 years of age or under.  Not to compete in any other equitation
class at any show and has not competed in a jumping class exceeding 18” in height.
To be shown at a minimum of 4 and maximum of 8 fences not exceeding 18” in
height.  Fences may be taken at a trot or canter at the option of the rider.  To be
judged at a walk, tort and canter both ways of the ring on the flat.
May be asked to halt and back.  No more then eight riders to canter at one time.

To
compete in the Championship class, entries must have shown and been judged in the
qualifying class.

Open to Junior riders who are eligible for Limit equitation over fences as of
December of the current show year. Horses or ponies.  Fence height 2' with no
combinations.  At the same show, the same horse/rider or pony/rider may not
cross enter into Children's Hunter Horse or Pony, Pony Hunters or any class
where fences exceed 2'3". To be eligible for the championship class, riders must
have shown in the qualifying class.

Open to junior members of the Rhode Island Horsemen’s Association who have not
reached their fifteenth birthday and to riders 15 – 17 years of age who are eligible for
limit equitation over fences as of December 1 in current show year and have not
competed in classes in which the entry may be required to jump higher then 3’0”.  All
riders to compete over a course not exceeding 8 fences and not less then 6 fences,
excluding combination fences, at a height not to exceed 2’6” with at least one
change of direction.  One or more individual tests may be requested at the judge’s
discretion.  (USEF tests 1 – 8).  To fill a class at least 4 competitors must complete
the course.  Contestants are not allowed to cross enter into any medal classes
with fences 3’or higher or compete in a division or class with fences over 3’ at any
show during the year.  Violation of this requirement disqualifies the competitor from
the finals.

Modified Adult Equitation – RIHA “C”           Entry Fee $55.00 Division  $20.00/Class
Open to adult amateur riders who, as of December 1st of the current show year, have
not won six blue ribbons at a recognized show in Adult Equitation classes, including
Adult medal classes, but excluding Modified Adult classes.  For amateurs who have
won six blue ribbons, they are eligible for Modified Adult, if as of December 1st of the
current show year, they have not shown in classes with fences 3’or higher within the
past two show years.  Fences not to exceed 2’6”.  Riders in this division cannot show
in any other recognized classes at the same show where fences exceed 2’6”.

For amateurs who have won six blue ribbons, they
are eligible for Modified Adult if, as of December 1st of the current show year, they
have not shown in classes with fences 3’ or higher with the past two show years.
Competitors will be asked to perform over at least six fences not to exceed 2’6” with
no combinations. USEF tests 1-8 may be asked at the judge’s discretion.  A
minimum of three exhibitors must complete the course.  To qualify for the finals, an
exhibitor must win one class.  Once qualified a rider may continue to show in this
class.

Amateur Adult Hunter Seat Equitation-RIHA “C” Entry Fee $55.00 Div.$20.00/class
Open to amateur riders eighteen years of age or older.  Fences not to exceed 3’.
To be judged in both directions at a walk, trot and canter on the flat. Martingales
prohibited in flat classes.

To fill a
class at least three competitors must complete the course. For the Finals, the
judge shall be required to work-off the top four contestants. One first or two
seconds needed to qualify for the finals.

Children’s Hunter – RIHA “C”              Entry Fee $55.00 Division  $20.00/Class
To be shown by junior exhibitors.  Juniors 15 – 17 years of age must be eligible for
intermediate equitation over fences as of December 1 of the current show year.
Fences not to exceed 2’0” for small/medium ponies, 2’6” for large ponies and 3’
for horses.  Spreads not to exceed fence height.  If entries warrant, the division
may be split at the discretion of show management.  Same horse/pony/rider
combination cannot show in any other rated division except equitation at the same
show.  Ponies may not cross enter into the Regular Pony Hunter Division.  Jogging
for soundness at the discretion of the judge.

All contestants are required to perform over at least 8
fences not to exceed 3’ with at least one change of direction.  One or more
individual tests of the top four contestants may be requested at the judge’s
discretion.  (USEF current tests 1 – 19)  To fill a class at least three competitors
must complete the course.  For the finals the judge shall be required to work-off
the top four contestants. One first or two seconds required to qualify for the finals.
